 Isn’t it awesome that the gift that was given that started this 
whole season was the perfect gift for us.  It was the perfect gift to reveal 
the heart of the gift giver, to show His love and desire for us.  It was the 
perfect gift that would be just what we needed, and when received be 
cherished forever.  My friends there is no greater gift than this:  You Are 
Forgiven.   
 James 1:17 says this, “Every good 
gift and every perfect gift is from above, and 
comes down from the Father of lights, with 
whom there is no variation or shadow of 
turning.”  Your Father always gives good 
and perfect gifts.  He will not love you one 
day and then turn in anger and give you 
something terrible the next because there is 
no variation or shadow of turning in Him.  
He has demonstrated His love towards us 
in that while we were yet sinners He gave 
His Son to be crucified for us, that all of our 
judgment, all of our guilt, all of our shame, 
and all of God’s anger and wrath would be 
placed upon Christ, that we may now have 
unbroken fellowship with Him, and be for-
given of all our sin as a free gift.   
 You have been made righteous 
and holy before Him.  It isn’t dependent 
upon what you have done or what you will 
do, but totally on the finished work of the cross.  It isn’t earned by your 
good works but by simply believing what Christ has done for you.  “For 
by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it 
is the gift of God” – Ephesians 2:8. 
 Many believers today are living under the weight of thinking 
they must become righteous and be holy through their good works and 
their law keeping.  Can I tell you that your righteousness and your holi-
ness is not something you must attain.  It is a gift because of what Jesus 
accomplished upon the cross for you.  It’s not a matter of you becoming 
more and more like who you are supposed to be in Christ, but a matter 

of you walking more and more in a reality of who you are in Christ.  
God says you are holy, you are righteous, you are perfect, you are 
cleansed, you are forgiven! ... and it is His gift to you.  At your worst 
moment on your worst day you are just as righteous, just as holy, just as 
cleansed and forgiven as on your greatest day of victory when you’re 
passionately pursuing God.  Why, because you are in Christ and your 
failures and sins were dealt with 2000 years ago when He was crucified 
for your sins.  God looks at you and says you are cleansed and I remem-
ber your sins no more so come boldly to my throne of grace.   
 God wants you to be free of all the fear, all the shame, all the 
condemnation, all the guilt, that would keep you from freely approaching 
Him and having intimate fellowship with Him.  This is why He has given 
us His perfect love.  1 John 4:18 says, “There is no fear in love; but per-
fect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment.”  Receiving the 
revelation of God’s love for you will drive out any fear of punishment, 
condemnation, or unworthiness before God because we realize we are 
accepted, forgiven, set free from the law, and adopted as His very own 
sons and daughters.  The verse before this says, “Love has been per-
fected among us in this: that we may have boldness in the day of judg-
ment.”  When we have been perfected in love we have no fear of judg-
ment from Him because all of our sins and iniquities have been washed 
away and we are righteous before Him.  Some of you might be thinking 
yes I know God loves me but I also know my short comings and issues.  
This is what keeps you under the burden of trying to do better to be 
approved and feel “worthy” by your own works to come before the 
Father.  You need to get the revelation that God loves you so much He 
removed any hindrance for you to come right before Him.  In order to 
be made perfect in love you need to see where love is found.  1 John 
4:10 says, “In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us 
and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins.”   
 It’s only when you have a revelation of Christ’s atoning sacri-
fice that you are able to understand and be made perfect in love.  When 
you see this there is no more worry or doubt about whether you have 
done good enough or what sins you might be held liable for that would 
cause you to shrink back from your Father.  You realize because of 
God’s great love for you it has been paid for and His perfect love and 
acceptance of you, made possible through the death of His own Son, 
removes all tormenting fear from your heart so you can cry out “Abba, 
Father.”  And because of this God says I will be a Father to you and you 
shall be my son, my daughter.  All your sins have been washed away by 
the precious blood of Jesus.  You are completely forgiven.  You will 
never be held liable for your sins ever again.  You have been made totally 
righteous before God, not by your works or right behavior, but by your 
right believing and faith in Him and His finished work on the cross.
