
 

 

Isaiah 42:1-4 Behold my servant, whom I uphold; 
mine elect, in whom my soul delighteth; I have put 
my spirit upon him: he shall bring forth judgment to 
the Gentiles.  He shall not cry, nor lift up, nor 
cause his voice to be heard in the street.  A bruised 
reed shall he not break, and the smoking flax shall 
he not quench: he shall bring forth judgment unto 
truth.  He shall not fail nor be discouraged, till he 
have set judgment in the earth: and the isles shall 

wait for his law.  

  

The highest form of worship does not even have a 
song or a shout, but it’s when you’ve climbed the 
mountain and you’ve trodden through the valley 
and through it all you’re still standing.  You’ve gone 
through the trials, you’ve been attacked, you might 
have had everyone leave your side, maybe your 
family was torn apart, but you didn’t lay 
down.  You felt like forgetting this whole walk with 
God but yet you kept on and though you might 
have not had the desire to lift up your hands in 
praise you still kept standing.  Maybe you even 
jumped into a valley of your own making and in the 
midst of your trouble you fell into the miry clay of 
your own flesh and weakness.  But instead of stay-
ing down there, you brushed yourself off and got 
up and kept walking.  I believe that this is the high-
est form of praise, when a saint of God has faced 
the floods and the fire, but yet they keep on keep-
ing on.  I believe it brings a smile to the Lord’s face 
when he sees that despite the hardships, despite 
the tears, despite the situations that looked impos-

sible, despite the attacks of the enemy and the tur-
moil all around, his people walk through it and still 
declare that the Lord is good.  It’s when you’ve 
been abused, its when your friends have left your 
side, its when nothing seems to be going right and 
quitting seems like an easy option.  It’s when your 
parents get a divorce, it’s when your loved one 
runs from the Lord, its when deception, backbiting, 
and all forms of wickedness are around you.  It’s 
when your expenses outweigh your income, it’s 
when you’re an outcast for your faith, it’s when the 
doctors tell you your sick.  It’s when trials come, 
temptations are at every door and your walk with 
God hasn’t been what it should be.  It’s when the 
lies of the enemy bring condemnation and guilt, and 
it’s when you’ve been tried with the fire and you’ve 
walked through, maybe not perfect but faith-
ful.  That is the highest form of praise.  It might not 
even have a sound or melody.  It might just be the 
noise of brushing the soot and mire off your pants 
as you stand to your feet.  That’s the highest form 
of praise in the Lord’s eyes.  You’ve come through 
the fiery trials faithful, not the same as you went in, 
maybe a little burnt up, maybe some things burnt 
off, but you walked through without giving up.  It’s 
when all you feel like you’ve got left in your spirit is 
a smoldering wick, and you feel like a bruised reed, 
but he won’t snuff you out or break you in 
half.  When he sees you’ve made it through, as 
dimly lit as your spirit might be, he comes and 
breathes fresh life.  He rekindles your spirit with 
fresh fire, he brings healing and wholeness to your 

wounds.  It’s then that you realize the reason
