I’m reminded of a quote by Bill Johnson, “Jesus Christ is perfect theol-
ogy.”  If you hear something taught or believe something that wasn’t 
represented in Jesus’ actions or words then it’s not representative of the 
Father.  Think about it.  How many storms did Jesus bless in order to 
bring destruction as judgment so people would turn to Him?  How many 
sicknesses did He put on people so that they could learn some lesson 
from it?

How many times did He condemn people because 
they had broken the law? 
 Jesus Christ was the Word become flesh.  He was the exact 
representation of God’s glory to us.  He was the complete and full reve-
lation and communication, the Word, of who God was and still is to 
man.  He was full of grace and truth.  As we enter into this Christmas 
season where we celebrate the birth of Christ it’s a celebration of the 
Word becoming flesh and dwelling among us.  It’s a celebration of God’s 
grace and truth coming to the World to set us free and reveal the Fa-
ther’s love for us.  Whenever you have an encounter with God’s grace it 
is not an encounter with some abstract idea but literally an encounter 
with Jesus Christ himself because, while the law was given through 
Moses, grace came through Jesus Christ.  Literally grace has come to us 
in and through the person of Jesus Christ. 
 When the woman caught in the act of adultery in John chapter 
eight was condemned according to the Law of Moses grace came to her 
in the person of Jesus Christ.  How?  Because Jesus took her guilt, her 
iniquities, her transgression of the law and gave her His grace, His 

mercy, His righteousness.  “And of His fullness we have all received, and 
grace for grace.”  How was He able to do this, give the woman grace and 
mercy instead of condemnation and judgment, and satisfy the righteous 
requirement of the Law?  It was because He was on the way to the cross 
to pay the penalty for her lawlessness that she might receive grace.  This 
is the message the world needs to hear.  This is the “Word” sent from 
heaven.  This is the perfect and exact representation of who the Father 
is.  This is what we are to celebrate in this season.  Grace entering the 
world through Jesus Christ.  “For God so loved the world that He gave 
His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish 
but have everlasting life.” 
 My Mind thinks back to last Christmas.  April and I had the 
wonderful privilege of visiting Manhattan during the holiday season.  What 
a joy and awesome experience it was.  I had been to New York City 
many times growing up but never during Christmas and for April it was 
her first trip.  We took the subway from Long Island and came up near 
Central Park next to 5th Avenue and the Plaza Hotel.
